Dear Mr. Weatherman:


I represent Mrs. Judy Ross for injuries she sustained in a motor vehicle collision on October 15, 2012.  Mrs. Ross is continuing medical treatment but has authorized me to begin settlement negotiations.


On October 15, 2012, Mrs. Ross was traveling south on SR 1700 near Clayton, North Carolina.  Mr. Hector Mejia-Hernandez was driving your insured, Fabiola Mejia’s vehicle.  Mr. Hernandez was traveling north on SR 1700 when he ran off the road on the right, then overcorrected and traveled left of center, crashing head on into Mrs. Ross’ vehicle.  

The North Carolina State Highway Patrol investigated the wreck and found Mr. Hernandez at fault for the wreck for driving left of center. Mrs. Ross’ vehicle was found to be a total loss.


Mrs. Ross was transported to WakeMed Emergency Department with multiple fractures, directly from the scene of the collision by Johnston County EMS. Upon evaluation by the trauma team, it was found that Ms. Ross had chest wall tenderness, abdominal tenderness and bruising, multiple visible bone deformities, open fractures, and lacerations. Radiological studies revealed multiple rib fractures as well as a liver laceration and possible adrenal injuries.

 The traumatic extent of the injuries sustained by Mrs. Ross required immediate admission to the intensive care unit. Mrs. Ross had to undergo emergency surgical procedures upon her admission for her multiple fractures. Mrs. Ross additionally required further surgery for treatment of these fractures prior to her discharge to the inpatient rehabilitation division of WakeMed on October 30, 2012. Mrs. Ross was discharged from inpatient rehabilitation on November 26, 2012, and is still currently undergoing outpatient rehabilitation.

Due to the negligence of Mr. Hernandez, Mrs. Ross suffered very serious and painful injuries.  She has incurred medical expenses to date of $165,365.41 and has authorized me to settle her claim for Policy Limits if an agreement can be promptly reached.
